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Resumen

Meéxico ha atravesado por una serie de transformaciones politicas importantes en los tltimos veinte
afios, no obstante, en la cultura politica prevalecen acciones que van en detrimento de la
democracia; aspectos como el respeto a los derechos humanos, la tolerancia, necesarios en el
proceso de consolidacion democratica estuvieron presentes en el proceso electoral 2021, que

ademas estuvo marcado por una fuerte presencia de la violencia politica.

El objetivo de esta ponencia es explorar y dar visibilidad a los mecanismos e interacciones a través
de los cuales se ha manifestado la violencia politica en México, por lo tanto, se analiza la violencia
politica en la reciente contienda electoral celebrada en México el pasado 2 de junio. El
planteamiento reside en mostrar que se la violencia es un rasgo de la cultura politica mexicana, se
plantea que se trata de en algunos casos de violencia poselectoral, narcoviolencia, violencia
politica hasta incluso violencia politica contra las mujeres por razones de género. Para ese
proposito se realiza investigacion documental y se integra evidencia empirica a través del examen
de casos paradigmaticos y particulares. Ambas vertientes confluyen en un perfil que muestra la
violencia asociada a arreglos y caracteristicas particulares del entorno politico y social en el que

se registra.
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Abstract

Mexico has gone through a series of important political transformations in the last twenty years,
however, actions that are detrimental to democracy prevail in political culture; aspects such as

respect for human rights and tolerance, necessary in the process of democratic consolidation, were
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present in the 2021 electoral process, which was also marked by a strong presence of political

violence.

The objective of this presentation is to explore and give visibility to the mechanisms and
interactions through which political violence has been manifested in Mexico, therefore, political
violence is analyzed in the recent electoral contest held in Mexico on June 2. The approach is to
show that violence is a feature of Mexican political culture, it is argued that in some cases it
involves post-electoral violence, drug violence, political violence and even political violence
against women for gender reasons. For this purpose, documentary research is carried out and
empirical evidence is integrated through the examination of paradigmatic and particular cases.
Both aspects come together in a profile that shows violence associated with arrangements and

particular characteristics of the political and social environment in which it occurs.
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
